Honourable Members, let us take a moment to remember in our thoughts and prayers all those souls who have departed from us in recent times.  We want to mention the following persons in particular:


2.1	Dr Tshenuwani Simon Farisani, a theologian, former Member of Parliament and former Speaker of the Limpopo Provincial Legislature representing the African National Congress, Dr Farisani was a co-founder, alongside the President and the late Tshifhiwa Isaac Muofhe, of the Black Evangelic Youth Organisation in the early 1970s.
 
Dr Farisani was a Lutheran minister who fought apartheid from the pulpit and was arrested for his activism in the Black Consciousness movement and the Black People’s Convention, where he was a close associate of Steve Bantu Biko.

2.2	Honourable Mr Khethamabala Petros Sithole, a true patriot and servant of the people.  He was a long-standing member of the IFP's National Council and served as the Party's Deputy Chief Whip in Parliament.  Mr Sithole also served on the Parliamentary Portfolio Committee on Communications and Digital Technologies.  He served as a Councillor in Ekurhuleni and thereafter served briefly in the Gauteng Legislature in 2009 to 2010. He was redeployed to the National Assembly in 2010 where he served until his passing.

Mr Sithole was assassinated in Katlehong, Gauteng on Saturday evening by unknown assailants; 
 
2.3	Mr Ntando Mkhize, brother to honourable Mr BA Mkhize;

2.4	Mr Rashid Lombard, a renowned photographer, activist and jazz promoter.  He received numerous awards for his photography and contributions to music and tourism, including the Order of Ikhamanga in Silver in 2014.  He founded espAfrika in 1997, which owns and manages the Cape Town International Jazz Festival, launched in 2000;



2.5	All artists and veterans in the entertainment industry;

2.6	We remember and honour all victims of gender-based violence, femicide, and hate crimes. Our hearts are heavy as we reflect on the lives lost to these senseless acts of brutality.

We especially mourn the tragic loss of:

· Ms. Olorato Mongale, a bright Rhodes University graduate and University of the Witwatersrand student, whose life was cut short after she went out on a date with a man she met at a Bloemfontein mall. Her lifeless body was found on Sunday in Lombardy West.

· Likhona Fuse, a Grade 8 learner whose young life was stolen far too soon. Her body was found in an open veld at Durban Deep, Roodepoort, this week on Sunday.

Their names join a heartbreaking list of countless others whose voices were silenced by violence.  We say their names not just to remember them, but to demand justice and systemic change.

Let this be a call to action for communities, institutions, and leaders to take urgent, meaningful steps to end gender-based violence and protect the vulnerable.

May their souls rest in power, and may their stories never be forgotten.
