2.1	Theresa Solomons, Cape Town’s first black female mayor and anti-apartheid stalwart. She served as deputy mayor in the city from 1995 to 1996; and then served as mayor from 1996 to 1998.

Ms Solomons dedicated her life to the struggle for justice and equality. She was part of several movements in the Western Cape including the Black Women’s Organisation and helped to set up several civic organisations which eventually merged into one umbrella civic organisation, the Cape Areas Housing Action Committee.

She later served as South Africa’s High Commissioner to Tanzania and Canada;
	
2.2 Princess Henrietta Ntombibomvu Zulu, an esteemed member of the Zulu Royal family.  Princess Henrietta’s long life was one of quiet dignity and service, a bridge between generations.  She carried the hopes and traditions of our people with grace and strength.  She was 102 years old and was the only remaining child of the late King Solomon kaDinuzulu;

2.3 Ms Pearl Sebolao, Executive Editor of the Sowetan.  A renowned journalist and editor who passed away on Saturday after a short illness at the Johannesburg Surgical Hospital in Northcliff;
