Honourable Members, let us take a moment to remember in our thoughts and prayers all those souls who have departed from us in recent times.  We want to mention the following persons in particular:


2.1	Ms Gertrude Shope, struggle stalwart, former president of the African National Congress (ANC) Women's League and former Member of Parliament. Affectionately known as Ma-Shope, she was among the first women to mobilise against the injustices of the brutal, racist apartheid regime. From the early days of resistance, she stood on the frontlines, participating in protest marches and galvanising communities against the atrocities committed by the oppressive minority government.

As a founding member of the Federation of South African Women and a leading figure in the African National Congress Women’s League, she emerged as a torchbearer for women's resistance, defying systemic injustice with unmatched grace and determination; 

2.2 Mr Douglas Harvey Monro Gibson, a lawyer, former Chief Whip of the official opposition between 1999 and 2007 and South Africa’s former Ambassador to Thailand, Cambodia, Laos and Myanmar between 2008 and 2012.

During the Congress of a Democratic South Africa (CODESA) Ambassador Gibson served on the Committee that handled he Diplomatic Corps.  He passed on at the age of 82 having served our country with dignity and great distinction.  He was equally a constant ambassador of freedom and non-racialism.

2.3 Ms Lungi Annette Mnganga-Gcabashe, a lifelong activist, servant of the people, member of the ANC National Executive Committee, and Deputy President of the African National Congress Women’s League. She also served as a Member of this House from 1999 to 2004 and later became a Member of Parliament. At the time of her untimely departure, she was serving as the Chairperson of Portfolio Committee on Tourism;  

2.4 Mr Mzwandile Mbili, brother to Mr Msizi Mbili from the Legislature Financial Services;

2.5 Mr Presley Chweneyagae, South Africa's most gifted and beloved actor who rose to fame after his feature in the Oscar-winning South African film “Tsotsi”, where he earned his first Golden Horn award in 2006.  He also starred in a local soapie, The River, as Cobra;  

2.6 Ms Jostina Ntombi Khumalo, aunt to Mr Zethembiso Nzuza - Senior Manager: Committees;
