1.	According to the formula set out in section 2(2) of the Determination of Delegates (National Council of Provinces) Act, 1998 (Act No. 69 of 1998), the MK Party is entitled to three (3) permanent delegates in the KwaZulu-Natal provincial delegation to the National Council of Provinces.

2. 	The legislature has been informed by the chairperson of the NCOP that Hon. Zamathembu Nokuthula Ngcobo who was previously appointed as one of the MK Party permanent delegates to the NCOP has passed on.

3.	The MK Party has nominated Ms Lungile Precious Mhlongo (ID 860108 0383 083) as a new MK permanent delegate to the NCOP and this nomination was received by the Speaker on Monday, the 11th August 2025.

4. 	 In terms of the National Council of Provinces (Permanent Delegates Vacancies) Act, (No 17 of 1997), the Legislature is required to appoint a new permanent delegate within 14 days of the date on which the nomination is received by the Speaker.

7.1	 Ms NJ Nkwanyana, IFP, to move:

   			 	This House Notes:  
The latest Quarterly Labour Force Survey (QLFS) from Stats SA shows that South Africa’s unemployment rate has increased again, jumping to 33.2% in Q2. This is up from the 32.9% recorded in the first quarter of 2025, which itself was higher than the 31.9% recorded in the quarter before.

This House Resolves: 

To call for an urgent parliamentary debate on South Africa’s persistently high unemployment rate, particularly among the youth, and its far-reaching negative effects on society. These include rising poverty levels, growing inequality, social unrest, and reduced consumer spending. 


7.2 	Mr S Bhanprakash, IFP, to move:

 1. Declares corruption to be the ultimate betrayal   
     of our people; 

2. Affirms that in KwaZulu-Natal, no act of theft    
    of public funds will be tolerated; 

3. Take lessons from countries such as Singapore 
and call for swift prosecution, maximum sentences, and lifetime bans from public office for the corrupt; and 

4. Commits that corruption will end here, or so 
will the political careers of those who engage in it.



7.3	Mr LJ De Klerk, IFP, to move:
	
That this House notes with appreciation that the Government of Provincial Unity (GPU) model has proven effective, as demonstrated by the achievement of clean audits in several departments since its formation, including the Office of the Premier, Agriculture and Rural Development, Provincial Treasury, and this Legislature, and further resolves to continue strengthening the GPU as a cornerstone of accountability and service excellence in KwaZulu-Natal.


7.4	Mr MB Gwala,IFP, to move:

Between 9 and 17 July 2021, South Africa faced violent protests and unrest, mainly in KwaZulu-Natal and Gauteng. Triggered by opposition to former President Jacob Zuma’s arrest, the events involved looting, arson, and destruction of property. Around 40,000 businesses and 50,000 informal traders were affected, placing 150,000 jobs at risk due to closures and delays in restocking and reopening.

This House Resolves: 

To call for an urgent parliamentary debate on the adequacy of existing measures and strategic plans within the South African Government to fully prepare for, prevent, and respond to any future orchestrated campaigns of public violence, destruction, and economic sabotage.

KwaZulu-Natal’s rivers face alarming pollution, threatening human health, wildlife, and ecosystems in a water-scarce country where every drop counts. Raw sewage, industrial waste, and plastics poison communities and erode resilience to climate change, while neglect risks irreversible environmental collapse. Clean rivers are a right.

Resolves:

•	that the MEC for EDTEA urgently establish a team to test water quality in major rivers;
•	Implement a province-wide river cleaning programme;
•	Roll out environmental education and waste management support for communities living alongside rivers.


7.11	Ms M Nair. DA, to move:

Noting that:

Inanda Road, linking Hillcrest, Waterfall, Crestholme and Molweni, has deteriorated into a corridor of danger. Fatal crashes, severe congestion, and long-delayed upgrades have left communities at daily risk. Despite commitments after the April 2022 floods to repair drainage systems and resurface damaged sections, no meaningful progress has been made. Residents’ petitions have gone unanswered, and the road continues to undermine both public safety and local economic activity.


This House resolves:

That the Honourable MEC for Transport urgently prioritise funding, fast-track rehabilitation, and establish a permanent maintenance programme to restore Inanda Road as a safe and reliable lifeline.
	

7.12	 Mr S Mngadi, DA, to move:

The Democratic Alliance welcomes progress by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development in tackling Foot-and-Mouth Disease, which has crippled livestock farming and burdened rural communities. Recent updates to the Agriculture Portfolio Committee showed that control measures, surveillance, and vaccination campaigns are beginning to yield results. 

These steps are vital for restoring export confidence and protecting livelihoods. While encouraged, the DA, within the Government of Provincial Unity, will continue to monitor implementation, demand transparency, and ensure resources reach farmers. We commend progress but urge deeper collaboration with experts, veterinarians, and farmers to eradicate FMD permanently.

Msunduzi Municipality has been under administration for many years with no notable improvements and a shocking decline in service delivery. We welcome   MEC Buthelezi’s appointment of Mike Sutcliffe. However, more needs to be done urgently.

This House resolves:

To call on the Premier to prioritise and fastrack the Working Group’s diagnostic report and recovery plan that will bring the much needed turnaround in Msunduzi that is long overdue.
Residents of Msunduzi have suffered long enough and deserve better. 


7.13 	Mr LM Meyer, DA, to move:

				This House notes that: 

1. Small rural towns need improved economic opportunities
2. The National Government owns many properties in the province of KwaZulu-Natal that is under utilized or unutilized.
3. Minister of Public Works and Infrastructure, Minister Dean Mcpherson in July handed over properties in Nkandla to the local municipality to be used to unlock economic opportunities.

					This House:

To prioritise strong oversight of KwaZulu-Natal's disaster-relief and emergency response allocations. Recent weather-related disasters have exposed glaring weaknesses in our provincial systems. Millions in postdisaster funds remain unaccounted for, and communication breakdowns persist.




This House therefore resolves to:

Calls on the provincial executive to table full close-out reports on all funded disaster interventions, ensure transparent procurement processes, and urgently establish partnerships with civil society to strengthen implementation. Communities cannot suffer while money disappears, or systems fail. It is the duty of this House to hold departments accountable and ensure funds reach their intended beneficiaries.

This House therefore calls upon:

The provincial government to immediately work with SAPS to establish a security protection protocol for all at-risk municipal officials, accelerate investigations into these crimes, and ensure perpetrators are brought to justice. We must not allow intimidation and violence to destabilise local governance and public service. 


			7.19	Mr CT Khanyi, MKP, to move:

This House:

Expresses deep concern over the escalating gang violence in the northern Durban area, particularly in KwaMashu, Inanda, and surrounding communities.
This violence threatens lives, disrupts livelihoods, and undermines public safety.

This House calls on:

The KZN Department of Community Safety and SAPS to urgently intervene, increase visible policing, and work with community structures to dismantle these gangs. A coordinated response is vital to restore peace and protect our people.

Therefore this House resolves:

To debate and prioritise urgent solutions to this crisis.

notes with concern that many young girls from indigent families, miss school during their menstrual cycle, as they cannot afford to buy sanitary towels. 

The restrictions imposed by the lack of free sanitary towels are a violation of several socio- economic rights, most importantly the right to human dignity, equality, reproductive healthcare and education because these rights are implicated by menstrual hygiene. 

This House therefore resolves: 

that the government provides free sanitary towels to girls and women and makes them accessible in every public space, as is the case with condoms, to ensure that menstruation does not hinder access to education, for poor and rural learners.
