Honourable Members, as we commence today’s proceedings, let us first pay tribute to those who have recently passed away.

We reflect on their impact and honour their memory with the solemnity and respect it deserves.

We recognise and honour the following departed individuals:

2.1	Mr Roger Burrows, a distinguished former Member of the KwaZulu-Natal Legislature. Mr Burrows served this institution with dedication from 1994 to 2009, representing the Democratic Alliance.

During his tenure, he held several key positions, including Minority Party Whip, Chairperson of the Education Portfolio Committee, and Leader of the Opposition for two Terms. His commitment to public service was further demonstrated when he served as a Member of the Executive, leading the Department of Economic Development.

Mr Burrows will be remembered for his unwavering dedication to the people of KwaZulu-Natal and his significant contributions to strengthening democratic governance in our province;

2.2	Dr Vusi Shongwe, a respected historian and cultural leader who served as an advisor to the Zulu Royal Household. 

Dr Shongwe’s contributions to preserving and promoting Zulu heritage and history were invaluable. His scholarly work and dedication to cultural integrity earned him recognition across the province and beyond. His passing leaves a significant void in the academic and cultural landscape of KwaZulu-Natal;

2.3	Ms Sharna Gail Fernandez, former Speaker of the Western Cape Provincial Parliament and Provincial Minister of Social Development, Sharna Fernandez dedicated her life to public service and the upliftment of vulnerable communities. Her leadership in advancing social grants, supporting survivors of gender-based violence, and promoting disability programmes leaves an enduring legacy of compassion and justice;

2.4	Ambassador Dr Franklin Sonn, an educator, anti-apartheid activist, diplomat, and business leader, Dr Sonn served as South Africa’s first democratic Ambassador to the United States and later as a prominent corporate leader. Honoured with the Order of the Baobab in Silver, his lifelong commitment to education, reconciliation, and nation-building will be remembered with profound respect;

2.5	Mr Sunny Girja Singh, an esteemed anti-apartheid stalwart and liberation fighter, who departed on Thursday at the age of 86.

Born in Cato Manor, Durban, in 1939, Mr Singh dedicated his life to the struggle for freedom and justice. From his early activism in the Natal Indian Youth Congress and the Natal Indian Congress, to his courageous role in Umkhonto weSizwe, he exemplified unwavering commitment to the liberation of our country. His arrest in 1963 led to a decade-long imprisonment on Robben Island, where he continued to inspire and educate fellow political prisoners.

Following his release, Mr Singh remained steadfast in advancing community and labour movements, endured exile, and served in MK structures abroad. He played a pivotal role in mobilising international support for the African National Congress and later contributed to youth development and the democratic transition upon his return in 1991. After 1994, he continued serving the nation in the South African Police Service’s Crime Intelligence division until his retirement in 2008.

President Cyril Ramaphosa has granted a Special Provincial Official Funeral (Category 2) in recognition of his immense contribution.
